ORDER OF CONVICTION AND SENTENCE AFTER TRIAL BY JURY

" On the 4™ day of June, 2012, came the State of West Virginia, by Assistant Prosecuting
Attorneys Hassan S. Rasheed, Brandon C.H. Sims, and Laurence Crofford and the defendant
in person and by counsel, Kevin D. Mills, Esq., and Shawn McDermott, Esq., for the purpose
of ajury trial. After a ten day trial, on June 15, 2012, the jury entered deliberations and
reached its unanimous verdict in the matter of State of West Virginia v. Ray Dwayne Cook .
The jury after deliberating for approximately three hours found the defendant guilty of Murder
in the First Degree as charged in Count 1 of the indictment. The jury also found the defendant
guilty of Brandishing a Firearm as charged in Count 2 of the indictment. Pursuant to the
request of the defendant each of the jurors was polled individually and each juror affirmed that
he or she had agreed with the verdict. '

ACCORDINGLY, it is ORDERED that the defendant is convicted of Murder in the
First Degree and Brandishing a Firearm.

The defendant having been convicted of Murder in the First Degree, the next issue to be
resolved was whether or not a recommendation of mercy would be attached by the jury. The
jurors heard from Cheryl Perrine, the mother of the decedent, Carol Myers, the decedent’s aunt
and a statement of the defendant’s father was read to the jury as well. The jurors also heard
testimony from Chastity Stotler, a co-worker of the decedent. The defendant declined to
present any witnesses at this stage of the trial. Counsel for both the defendant and the state
then made arguments to the jury. The jury then deliberated for approximately one hour and
returned with a recommendation that the defendant not be granted mercy. Pursuant to the
request of the defendant each of the jurors was polled individually and each juror affirmed that
he or she had agreed with the recommendation.

Whereupon, the Court moved directly to sentencing.
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Finding no cause which would preclude Sentencing, and having heard all submissions
with regard to the appropriate Sentence, and the Court being fully informed of the
circumstances surrounding the charges,

ACCORDINGLY:

IT IS THE SENTENCE OF THE LAW

AND THE JUDGMENT OF THIS COURT
Upon conviction for Murder in the First Degree, a felony, as charged in Count 1 of the
Indictment; that the Defendant be confined in a penitentiary house of this state for the rest
of his natural life without the possibility of parole. Upon his conviction for Brandishing, a
misdemeanor as charged in Count 2 of the indictment, the defendant shall be confined in
the Eastern Regional Jail for a period of one year. These sentences shall be served
consecutively and not concurrently.

The defendant then requested that he be allowed to remain at the Eastern Regional Jail
for 120 days in order to consult with his counsel about his appeal. The state had no objection to
this request. ACCORDINGLY, it is ORDERED the defendant be housed in the Eastern
Regional Jail for the next 120 days or until the Department of Corrections has a bed for him,
whichever is later.

The State shall recover of the Defendant its costs in this behalf expended.

The objection of the Defendant to any and all adverse rulings of the Court is noted.

The Clerk shall enter the foregoing as for the date first above written and shall forward
attested copies to all counsel of record. The Clerk shall then retire this matter from the docket,

placing it among causes ended and report the matter as disposed.
