"Ms. Salmons, in acco:r.dance with your conviction 
in this Court to the cb~es of Grand Larceny this Court 
sentences you to confinement in the Division of 
Corrections for one term of not less than one nor more 
than ten years, to the charge of Conspiracy to commit a 
Felony this Court sentences you to confinement in the 
Division of Correctionsj for one term of not less than one 
nor more than five years and to the charge of Nighttime 
Burglary this Court sentences you to confinement in the 
Division of Corrections for one term of not less than one 
nor more than fifteen years. Sentences are to run 
concurrently. You will be given credit for 2 days time served. 
Costs will be assessed. You are hereby ordered to the 
custody of the Division of Corrections today ."
